Once every three years Paul's letter to Philemon graces our 
Lectionary readings. A marvelous piece of scripture, it is 
the shortest of all St. Paul's correspondence, only 25 verses 
in length, and presents an extraordinary opportunity to 
hear an entire book of scripture read aloud at Mass.  The 
deep power of this letter is not in its eloquent theology but 
in the real life drama is presents.  Paul addresses his letter 
to a friend and convert, Philemon, who is the head of a 
small house church, a man of means.   Philemon possesses 
slaves, and one of his slaves, Onesimus, has run away. The 
act of running put a price and a sentence on  the slave's 
head; anyone returning the slave could expect a monetary 
reward and the runaway could expect a severe beating, 
disfigurement, or death.  While in prison for preaching 
Christ Jesus, Paul met and made a convert of Onesimus, 
only later discovering the truth of his background         
Apparently Onesimus' incarceration was nearing its end 
and Paul was presented with a dilemma. Did he send        
Onesimus on his way, condemning him to a life on the 
run?  Or should he keep Onesimus with him as a personal 
attendant, insuring Onesimus' safety but limit ing his         
freedom?  Or does he send him back to Philemon, trusting 
that the gospel has so taken root in the heart and mind of 
Philemon, that Onesimus will be given a place within the 
house church and made a coworker for the coming          
Kingdom? 
     Letter in hand, Onesimus returned to Philemon, and we 
can only imagine what they then felt toward Paul.  Perhaps 
having read the letter aloud, they looked into each others 
eyes and shared the same thought: "Thanks a lot Paul. 
What do we do now?" 

      

Paul left both Philemon and Onesimus is a difficult and 
unchartered place.  It was all well and good to announce 
that Onesimus was a changed man, a convert to the Lord 
Jesus, a helper to Paul.  It  was quite another thing to send 
him back to Philemon to live life in his former sett ing. 
How was Philemon to receive Onesimus into his house? 
Paul did not ask Philemon to spare the runaway, to simply 
reinstate him in his slavery.  He asked Philemon to          
receive Onesimus as the brother he had always longed for 
and now (courtesy of Paul) had.  He asked them both to 
figure out a way to live not as they had before--slave and 
master--but as brothers in Christ. 
     Who among us would envy Philemon and Onesimus  
as they attempt to honor a request they have no idea how 
to bring about?  How do they live what seems societally 
impossible?  Paul asked Onesimus and Philemon to live 
as disciples, to make good on the promises and pledges 
they had made at their baptisms.  He challenged them to 
pay the costly price of discipleship with the currency of 
their own honor, heart and minds.  His challenge forced 
them to step out in faith, trusting that the Lord would meet 
each step on their part with a path and a way on his. The 
Lord does not ask any less of us.  The challenge remains. 
How do we live as disciples?  How do we meet the            
difficult and often seemingly impossible demands of the 
gospel?  We may not have a St. Paul sending us runaway 
slaves, but we do have the poor daily, we do see the 
needy, the abused each day.  How will we receive 
them?  What will our relationship with them be?  Paul 
trusted that Philemon and Onesimus would find a way. 
May we put our trust in the Lord to meet us as we take 
small steps along the path of  faithfulness.

Labor Day, día del trabajo, es un día festivo federal que se celebra en Estados Unidos el primer lunes 
de septiembre. T iene su origen en un desfile celebrado el 5 de septiembre de 1882 en Nueva York  
organizado por los  Noble Orden de los Caballeros del Trabajo (Knights of Labor). Inspirados en un 
evento anual similar realizado en Toronto (Canadá). En 1884 se realizó otro desfile y los Knights of 
Labor decidieron hacerlo anualmente. Desde entonces a diferencia de la mayoría de los países, Estados

1. La Profecía se Simeón:

2. La huida de Egipto:

El dolor de la Virgen María es el dolor de la       
Madre que ve amenazada la vida de su recién nacido, que es el 
hijo de Dios, El Mesías.
